ÇFirst Prediction of 39-40 feet in 
Moorhead, with a possibility of hitting 
42 feet.

ÇThis prediction was higher than the 
1997 flood when the Red River crested 
at 39.57 feet.

Why was the area in danger?

o Record rainfall in the fall of 2008

o The area received over 80 inches of 
snow during the winter months.

o Two large rain/snow events occurred 
during the later part of March, 2009

o Floodplain storage was at capacity
